Jihadization occurs when
radicalized Muslims beli zve that pre-emptive violénce i theperceived defence of Islam is justified.
Not everyane who becor 3¢5 radicalized will move o v jihadization. When someone radicalizes,
there is often a physical : nd psychological change such as growing a beard, adopting Muslim dress,
criticizing anyone who d.es not share their views, and withdrawing from the larger community. The
- trangformation from radscal to jihadist can be a very rapid process.
